Reaching Consensus

Put 10 Congregationalists in a room
and solicit opinions on any given
subject. You are likely to get 13
opinions. It’s one thing
Congregationalists across the years
have embraced; the right to think
individually. Getting an entire
congregation to agree on anything is
a feat in and of itself. Rather than

requiring unanimity, churches often
go for consensus.

Consensus is a misunderstood
concept. Let’s start with what it
doesn’t mean. Consensus does NOT
mean everyone is forced to agree
(whether they actually do or not).
Consensus does NOT mean a simple
majority vote. Consensus is NOT to
force conformity or suppress
minority opinions or ensure that a
decision is objectively "correct."
Consensus is NOT a passive
acceptance of something with
which you disagree.

Consensus IS about trying to build a
solution, not a competition to
create winners and losers.
Consensus IS a process of active
listening and effort to understand
one another, even in disagreement.
Consensus IS a process that can
make a community stronger.

There are five levels to consensus.
First, total agreement with what is
being proposed. Second, I'm willing
to defer to the wisdom of the
group. Third, it’s not perfect, but |

can live with this. Fourth, | do not

agree and must object. Fifth, | do not

agree and must obstruct.

When a group is largely committed
to the same goal, it can be hard for
those who do not agree. Part of
what is asked of them is that, while
they are free to disagree, they are
also asked not to undermine the
direction of the group. In consensus,
we can agree to disagree, but
covenant together to support the
larger goal of the organization.

We don’t always get our way.
Resistance to change regarding new
directions or leadership is common.
Someone once commented that the
epitaph of the church will be, “But
we’ve always done it this way.”

The church exists in an ever-
changing landscape. Being the
church is at once very simple and
very complicated. Jesus’ command
to love the Lord with all your heart,
soul, mind and strength and your
neighbor as yourself seems like it
should be easy enough to pull off. It
is, however, harder than we expect it
to be and we often trip over our own
feet as we try.

We keep trying anyways. Being
followers of Jesus means striving to
love one another and being radically
inclusive to all people. This is not just
to be politically correct. It is a
demand of the gospel that we
welcome marginalized populations,

those society has judged as less
than. It is a justice issue that
remains front and center in the life
of the church in its varied
expressions.

| believe we have the capacity to
work together around shared goals
while respecting our differences.
Let’s try for the sake of the church’s
witness and mission and for the
sake of those who are often left
behind.

humid weather

Good news! The congregation voted
at the Annual Meeting to install
permanent air conditioning units in
Fellowship Hall to support All Access
services in the summer, as well as
Pancake Breakfasts, and other
Church and community activities. In
addition, air conditioning will enable
Ledyard Congregational Church to
offer space to the American Red
Cross for summer blood drives.

The Trustees have secured a
proposal to install two ductless mini
split systems in Fellowship Hall for
approximately $25,000. These units
are quieter and more efficient than
window units. Plus, we already have

a $10,000 donation from an
anonymous and generous person!

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From the
Historian’s Desk

At the February meeting it was

agreed to hire Samuel Seabury, a
young man of the Groton
community who had recently
graduated from Harvard and had not
yet settled into a job. Samuel was to
preach ten weeks for twenty
shillings a week at three different
homes. It appears that they
deliberately scattered those ten
services in fairness to those who
would have to travel a distance. At
least one might be nearby! Captain
William Morgan seems to have lived
near the intersection of Gallup Hill
and Spicer Hill Roads, near the
current high school. William
Morgan, Jr., lived at what is now
referred to as the Avery Homestead,
near the corner of Avery Hill Road
and Route 214. Ralph Stoddard, Sr.,
probably lived in what we now call
Gales Ferry somewhere near the
river on some of the grant given to
his grandfather.

There were no more society
meetings until early May, but we can
infer that young Mr. Seabury’s
Sunday services began in mid-
February and continued through the
month of April. What were services
like? Did Samuel “preach all day” as

the New London settled minister
Mr. Adams was doing each Sunday?
We don’t know if they brought their
own benches, sat on the floor, or
had some other arrangement. Even
wealthy homeowners did not
usually have such an array of chairs
as to accommodate an entire
congregation. Parishioners were
generally expected to stand for the
prayers. According to Alice Morse
Earle, who wrote an entire book on
“The Sabbath in Puritan New
England,” “Dr. Lord of Norwich
always made a prayer which was
one hour long,” and others prayed
at greater length.

Typically for churches at the time
there would be a morning service,
followed by a meal and an
afternoon service, although we
don’t know just how they were
operating at this time. Were the
host families expected to provide a
meal, did others share in bringing
food, or did each family bring along
their own cold lunch? | suspect that
our long heritage of sharing food
began with this early church, as
they had learned from their mother
church in Groton and grandmother
church in New London.

The Sunday gatherings were more
than just a religious occasion. The
service was an opportunity for
couples wishing to marry to
“publish” their intensions through a
public announcement. Certainly, in
addition to the messages and

prayers, people learned of
happenings locally and in the region
and must have been talking over the
midday meal about the prospects
for a settled minister, construction
of a meetinghouse and where to
locate it. While the society was
made up only of men, the women
were an important part of the
church and would have been part of
the general discussion.

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A Joint Statement on the Venezuelan Takeover by the United States
January 4, 2026

The United States attack on Venezuela continues a troubling pattern of unlawful U.S. military
activity, including the December 25, 2025, airstrikes in Nigeria. We condemn all forms of
government aggression—whether directed at one’s own people or imposed upon another country.
When fundamental rights are threatened. nonviolent, lawful. and consensus-based solutions must
take precedence.

The military operation that resulted in the removal of Venezuela’s de facto president, Nicolas
Maduro. and his wife on January 3, 2026, from Venezuela stands in direct contradiction to the
principles of international law enshrined in the United Nations Charter. Article 2(4) clearly states
that nations must refrain from the use of force against the territorial integrity or political
independence of any state. The additional decisions by the U.S. government to “run Venezuela®
supports a colonial narrative and U.S. occupation. We affirm the right of countries and
communities to shape their own futures without coercion or military intervention.

As members of the World Council of Churches, we affirm and support the WCC’s statement
condemning the actions of the United States. We join the global ecumenical community in calling
for restraint, respect for sovereignty, and renewed commitment to peaceful, multilateral
engagement. We recall Jesus’ teaching in Matthew 5:9: “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they
will be called children of God.” His teachings compel us to work tirelessly for peace, justice, and
reconciliation.

We offer our prayers for all communities impacted by the recent unilateral and unlawful decisions
of the United States to attack sovereign nations. As churches committed to the gospel of peace, we
grieve the loss, fear, and instability these actions have caused globally. These actions do not create
the conditions for a safer or more peaceful world.

Many People, Many Faiths

This winter, our two older Sunday
School classes (ages 8-11 and ages
12 and over) combined for a special
unit focused on learning about
religions other than Christianity.

Last Fall, we began our Sunday
School year by examining our own
values and religion. We talked about
what it means that we are Christian,
Protestant, and Congregational UCC.
We reflected on how we gather in a
church, use the Bible as our sacred
text, worship God and Jesus, and
celebrate major holidays such as
Christmas and Easter. We discussed
how we identify ourselves, what we
honor, how we worship, and the
traditions that shape our faith.

After taking a thoughtful look at who
we are, we felt it was important to
recognize those same components in
other religions. Studying different
faiths helps us better understand
both our similarities and our
differences. It encourages respect,
builds connection, and gives us
language and understanding for
beliefs and practices we may hear
about and see in our community and
beyond. It also helps us gain an
understanding of our own traditions

and beliefs.

Our first guests were Saheeka and
Ibrahim Hasson, the daughter-in-
law and grandson of Ray and Judy.
Saheeka and Ibrahim identify as
Muslim and practice Islam, and they
have participated in many events
and celebrations here at LCC.

The class learned that Muslims
worship in a mosque with
leadership from an Imam and use
the Qur’an as their sacred text. They
observe Ramadan and celebrate
Eid. We heard about Muhammad
and the prophets, and about
guiding principles in Islam that are
very similar to the Ten
Commandments. The children were
especially impressed to learn that
Ibrahim has memorized more than
600 pages of the Qur'an and recites
them during Ramadan, and they
learned why this practice is
meaningful. They also learned
about praying five times a day—
how it is done and why it is
important—and what wearing a
hijab means to Saheeka personally.

We discussed how Islam, like
Christianity, emphasizes treating
one another well, practicing
gratitude, and recognizing God’s
love. When asked what she loves
most about being Muslim, Saheeka
shared that no matter what her day
brings, her regular prayer times
bring her back to God. Prayer
grounds and humbles her and

reminds her of God’s unconditional
love. Ibrahim reflected that no
matter what choices you make in
life, you can always return to God
and be forgiven, accepted, and
loved. He also encouraged the
students by reminding them that
anyone can memorize something at
great length if they put their minds
to it. Ibrahim now serves as the
Imam at The Islamic Center of
Preston. They welcome visitors to
the mosque and invited us to join
them anytime.

In the coming weeks, we look
forward to welcoming additional
guests who will teach us about
Buddhism (yay, Bonnie Denton!),
Judaism, Sikhism, and Hinduism. Be
sure to check out our comparison
chart posted on the Social Hall wall
to see what we’re learning!

Through this unit, our hope is not
only to deepen our understanding of
our own faith, but also to grow in
respect, curiosity, and love for our
neighbors.

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New London
Homeless
Hospitality Center

On Sunday, February 8th, Annah
Perch and James Thompson joined
Pastor Pat for a dialog sermon
about the work of the New London
Homeless Hospitality Center
(NLHHC). For many years LCC,
through the Board of Missions, has
supported the Center on many
levels. From delivering pizza
monthly for years, holding winter
clothing drives, creating welcome
home baskets for those moving
into their own apartment, to cash
donations, LCC has a long-lived
relationship with the NLHHC.

When the Social Justice Team
invited Annah to speak at worship,
it was with the intention of gaining
deeper appreciation and
understanding of both the evolving
need and the comprehensive
services offered by the Center. We
learned that the NLHHC's primary
purpose is to move individuals
from crisis to stable housing. They
are the key resource in New
London County for those needing
immediate shelter, especially
during extreme cold weather. In
addition to basic shelter, the
center provides a place for clients
to receive mail, obtain healthcare,
and access transportation. It
provides meals, work training,
eviction prevention counseling,
and acts as an affordable landlord

providing adult and veteran
housing. A dedicated team performs
street outreach by offering
immediate assistance to those living
on the street.

Southeast Connecticut has seen a
surge of homelessness in 2024-
2025. The number of people living
in their cars and on the street in
Connecticut jumped by 45%. At
NLHHC, seniors make up
approximately 40% of the nightly
homeless population. Federal and
state funding through HUD provides
almost 50% of the total operating
budget. Changes in Federal funding
priorities have made that funding
source inconsistent, though recently
it has stabilized. The remainder of
the funding comes from private
philanthropy. corporate
partnership, and community driven
fundraising.

Annah and James shared stories of
reaching into the margins of society
to do, as Pastor Pat affirmed, both
old and new testament command to
love our neighbors. Their story was
uplifting as they shared that almost
95% of clients who transition to
permanent housing remain housed
long-term. Their love of their work
demonstrated that there is real
power in serving others.

Homelessness is closer than most
people realize. As Annah and James
told us, a long-time home
healthcare aid whose patient passes

can suddenly find themselves
unhoused. One unexpected life
change can throw folks into an
unexpected housing crisis. Yet, we
at LCC are part of a solution that
affirms the dignity of all of our
neighbors.
